Below is a cover sheet for the archaeological report followed by a contents page for the document that sets out the basic layout for the report and describes what should go in each section.

Space has been left on the cover sheet to insert any pictures or images of the excavation or any interpretation drawings about the site.

that may also be helpful. These pages have been designed for Key Stage 2, but will be a useful starting point for any web based research.
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Contents

1. Introduction – include information about who carried out the dig, the date the fieldwork was done and why the archaeological work was necessary.

2. The Site – include all the information about the site such as the address and geographic co-ordinates (if known). This should also describe any back ground information for the site such as whether there has been any previous archaeological work in the vicinity or documentary records about the site. 
3. Description of Excavation – accurately describe the excavated features including how big the trench was and what was found (both the features and the finds that they contained). This section should include any plans and images to help describe the trench.
4. Conclusions – sum up what was found and make interpretations about what the site was, what date it was and what it tells us about who was living in the area at the time. This section can also include any interpretative images of what the archaeologist believes the site looked like.
